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Media Accreditation Procedure 

Bulgarian and foreign media representatives who wish to report on the NATO Parliamentary Assembly’s Spring Session will need special accreditation.

The Bulgarian Press Secretariat of the NATO PA Varna Session is responsible for handling media accreditation and registration.

Foreign media representatives who attend the NATO PA Spring Session as part of national delegations or who have previously received accreditation to other NATO PA events will be accredited by the NATO PA International Secretariat. 

Application for accreditation 

In order to receive accreditation, media representatives must fill in an accreditation form and submit it, along with a digital photograph (3:4 aspect ratio, JPG format, 300 DPI resolution), to the Bulgarian Press Secretariat of the NATO PA Varna Session not later than 13 May. Receiving the Identification badge

Upon the receipt of the application form and photograph, the Bulgarian Press Secretariat of the NATO PA Varna Session will contact the media representatives by e-mail to inform them on whether the request has been received and accepted.
