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FIVB SPORTS REGULATIONS

SECTION i, CHAPTER 9

44 APPLICATION OF THE RULES FOR THE ELIG_IBILITY OF PLAYERS

44.1 INTERPRETATION OF THE RULES
The FIVB Board of Administration, or provisionally in the case of emergency the
Executive Committee or the President, decides on the violations and interpretation
of the rules for the eligibility of players. It may ask the Legal Commission to study
the case and submit recommendations.

44.2 FURTHER VIOLATIONS OF THE RULES
Any player who violates these rules from the moment of their coming into effect
may not invoke the former eligibility rules or participate in the Olympic Games or
qualifying tournaments.

44.3 PARTICIPATION IN PROFESSIONAL LEAGUES
A National Federation, with the approval of the FIVB, may organize its own
professional Leagues and authorize its players to play in a professional League
recognized by the FIVB.

44.4 ACCEPTANCE OF PRIZE MONEY AND FINANCIAL HELP
A National Federation or affiliated person may accept any financial compensation
in exchange for its participation in a national or international competition without
affecting the status of the players.

44.5 NO FINANCIAL GUARANTEES
No National Federation, club or player may demand any financial guarantee or
special economic conditions to participate in FIVB competitions. Infringement of
this rule is basis for sanctions according to FIVB Regulations.

45 TRANSFER OF PLAYERS

Note:

infernationa! transfers between two National Federations belonging to the same
Confederation are subject to the FIVB Regulations (which prevail over any Confederation's
regulations) but will be handled by the respective Confederation. References to FIVB in the
present Chapter shall be understood as referring to the Confederation, where applicable.

FIVB remains (a) responsible for transfers between National Federations belonging to
different Confederations; (b) the ultimate authority as regards the interpretation and
application of these Regulations around the world.

In order to safeguard the respect of the technical and administrative
authority of each National Federation in regulating and promoting the
practice of Volleybali according to the principles of equality, fair play and
fair competition in its country, the approval of International Transfer
Certificates will be based on the following principles:

a) National Federations are competent to determine, in accordance
with FIVB Regulations, the compaosition of all affiliated teams
playing in their recognized Naticnal Leagues.

b) National Leagues are by definition composed of teams with players
whose Federation of origin is the same as that of the team and
they operate in accordance with the decisions made by their
National Federation in exercising its right of freedom of
association.

c} National Federations may incorporate into their affiliated Ciubs
system an unlimited number of players that have another
Federation of Origin on condition that they possess an International
Transfer Certificate (ITC) approved by both Federations and duly
authorized by the FiVB.

d) Individual contractual terms between Clubs and players are not
mandatory to the FIVB or the NF and remain subject to applicable
labour faws. However, all Volleyball teams and players registered
by a Club with its National Volleyball Federation play under and are
subject to the NF and FIVB Sporis Regulations.

Rights of the NFs

NFs have the right to protect the integrity of their affiliated clubs and
determine the modalities for the transfer of players {o both local and
foreign teams.

Rules for international transfers

Players and clubs must abide by the rules of their NFs for local transfers
and by the FIVB Regulations for all international transfers.

Players subject to transfer procedure

These Regulations apply to all international transfers of players who are
either licensed or members of an NF affiliated to the FIVB.

Options for transfer procedure

All NFs must inform the FIVB Secretariat in writing whether the
international transfer of their players is to be formalized or not. If so,
they must indicate to what extent this formality is compulsory for their
players. In brief, three options are:

a) Option 1 - compulsory for all players,;
b) Option 2 - compuisory only for some players; and
¢} Option 3 - no players require transfer documents.

Period for choosing or changing option

The option shalli be communicated to the FIVB during the period from
January to April each year. An option chosen during this period will
remain valid until further notice given by the Federation during another
January to April period.

If the NF opts for Option 2, it will be required to supply the FIVB
annually with a list of players under transfer controf.

Compulsory transfer formalities

The transfer procedure laid down in this Section is compulsory and
applicable to the transfer of any player who has previously been
registered in another NF having chosen Option 1 or 2 from Article
45.1.5 above:

a) the NF releasing cne of its nafive or registered players will
hereinafter be called the Federation of Origin (Article 41.5); and

b) the NF receiving a player will hereinafter be called the Receiving
Federation {see also Article 45.4).

Exception to compulsory transfer formatlities

a) Two {2) NFs may reach an agreement to allow their own national
players to move freely from one NF to the other without the
necessity for the FIVB transfer procedure to take place. Before
coming into operation, this agreement must be registered and
approved by the FIVB. If the NFs belong to the same
Confederation, the Confederation’s approval is also required.

b) The players may not be involved in any international competitions.

¢) No financial conditions may be involved.

d) Two (2) NFs wishing to hold common championships with free
transfers must conclude a bilateral agreement that is subject to
FIVE approval. If the NFs belong to the same Confederation, the
Confederation's approval is also required. The NFs must obtain
from FIVB a special registration number for their bilateral
agreement which shall be mentioned in each ITC procedure for
which the bilateral agreement applies.

The Federation of Origin of a player may change provided that he has
established residence in another country for a minimum of two
continuous years and that he has obtained the nationality of said
country. A formal request by the player must be received by the FIVB
and is only valid upon FIVB approval.

The current Federation of Origin and the new Federation of Origin need
to be in agreement and all documents need to be sent to the FIVB.
These documents are:

a) 6 original copies of the Application for Change of Federation of
Crigin form, duly signed and stamped

b} Proof of two years continuous residence in the new Federation

c) Copy of the athlete's International Passport of the new Federation

The FIVB must receive from either the new Federation or the player an
administrative fee of 15,000 CHF for every application for a change of
Federation of Origin. The fee shall be 25,000 CHF if the player is a
national team player.

Once the above-mentioned criteria {45.3.1 — 45.3.3) have been fulfilled
then the application will be submitted to the FIVB Board of
Administration, during its annual session, for approval.

FIVB shall provide written notice of its approval of the new Federation of
Origin before the player can start playing.

As of the date of approval, the player can play at club level for the new
Federation of Origin.

If the player has played for another nationat team of the same age
category, he will be eligible to play for the national team of the new
Federation of Origin only after two years have elapsed. This two-year
period starts from the day that the complete application file, containing
all required documents, is received by the FIVB. (See also Article 41.3)

45.4 TRANSFER REGULATIONS

A national volleyhall federation affiliated to the FIVB willing to incorporate into its
national volleybail competitions’ system a player licensed or registered in another
affiliated national federation must strictly follow the estabiished FIVE transfer
procedure as follows:

The Receiving Federation verifies if the Club requesting the player
complies with its own statutes and fits into the conditions established by
the FIVB and, if it does not find any impediment, proceeds to request
the Federation concerned (thereinafter “Federation of Origin”) to confirm
the availability and freedom of the player concerning obligations
towards the Federation and its actual Club and any other legal
impediment.

In case of agreement, the Federation of Origin must communicate it
directly to the volleyball club interested in the piayer (thereinafter
“Receiving Club”) and to the FIVB in order to initiate the process in view
of obtaining an FIVB International Transfer Certificate (1TC).

The Receiving Club requesting the player negotiates the financial and
transfer conditions with the player's current club (thereinafter “Club of
Origin”), the player, and with the Federation of Origin.

Once the Federation and Club of Origin agree with both the Receiving
Club and Federation, the Federation of Origin completes all the required
information in the template for transfer certificates on the FIVB website.

Once all the conditions are established and the electronic template for
transfer certificates has been completed, the Receiving Club pays the
FIVB the corresponding transfer fee. After receipt of the fee by the FiVB
(see 45.5.2d), the FIVB registers the ITC number in the same electronic
template.

After verifying all data, the FIVB converts the internet tempiate into the
definitive Transfer Certificate and sends copy of it, in a PDF document,
to: 1.-The Receiving Confederation, 2/3.- National Federations (of
Origin and Receiving), 4/5.- Clubs (of Origin and Receiving) and 6.- the
Confederation of Origin.

Immediately upon receipt of the PDF with the ITC duly completed the
player may be registered by the Receiving Federation and
Confederation.

Special provisions for minors;

a) International fransfer of players under 18 years of age is not
allowed. In exceptional cases the FIVB President may authorise
the fransfer if the interested parties establish that the transfer has
no links to volleyball (e.g. family relocation due to parents’ change
of workplace).

b) No transfer fee shall be paid to FIVB for transfers authorised under
paragraph (a) above. In case the parties involved cannot agree on
the transfer fee to be paid to the Ciub / Federation of Crigin, the
FivB President will determine the amount of the fee after studying
the positions of the parties.

An International Transfer Certificate system (hereinafter ITC
system) is in place on the FIVB website and is only accessible to
the FIVB, Confederations and National Federations.

Once all negotiations are finalized for the International Transfer of
a player (following the steps indicated in Article 45.4) the
Federation of Origin accesses the ITC system and initiates the
certification procedure by logging in using the password provided
by the FIVB and filling in the required information.

Once this is accomplished, the Receiving Federation shall be
informed and needs to cerlify that the Transfer Fee (Article 45.2)
has been paid to the FIVB and only then shall they log into the
system to finalize the procedure.

Once the FIVB Finance department confirms receipt of the
Transfer Fee in the account, the ITC is authorized in the system.
The end of the procedure occurs once all parties involved receive
the International Transfer Certificate electronicatly with the Transfer
number included.

4553 Information to include in the international transfer certificate

The following information shall be included in the International Transfer

Certificate:

a) the player's full name and sex;

45.6 DURATION OF TRANSFER

4561 Mention of the duration

456.1.1 The duration of the transfer may extend to maximum one

season. The starting and ending date of the transfer must be
indicated on the International Transfer Certificate. However, if
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starting and ending dates of the transfer are not included on
the certificate, it will finish on 15 May of the following year.

45.6.1.2 In accordance with the terms and conditions of the ITC,
National Leagues are obliged to respect the conditions
established in the ITC.

45.6.1.3 International Transfer Certificates, regardless of the transfer
period stated, are not valid during the National Team period.
All Clubs are obliged to release players under FIVB
International Transfer Certificate to play with their respective
National Team during the following period: May 15 — October
15,

45.6.1.4 The National League season is from 15 October to 15 May.

45.6.2 Enforcement of transfer for the whole transfer period

a) The Federation of Origin may not reclaim the player before the end
of the transfer period or without due consideration of the special
conditions agreed upon in the International Transfer Certificate.

b) Players belonging to a national team cannot be retained in another
country after the period fixed by the FIVB for national competitions
unless otherwise stipulated in the International Transfer Certificate
registered with the FIVB.

456.3 Puties of the Receiving Federation

a) The Receiving Federation may not prolong the player’s license to
enabte him to play longer than the duration of the transfer period.
b) In the event of non-compliance with paragraph (a) above, the
Federation of Origin may:
» request the FIVB to suspend the player; and
» request the FIVB to impose sanctions on the Receiving
Federation, if the latter has not respected the expiration of
the player's transfer and has allowed him to continue
playing in its country without a valid transfer.

45.6.4  Return to the Federation of Crigin

The reinstatement of the player to his Federation of Origin at the end of
the transfer period is subject to the Constitution of the Federation of
Origin and does not require another transfer.

456.5 Free return after the transfer period

When the player's transfer period finishes, he shall return to his own
Federation of Origin. All players registering a transfer certificate with
FIVB will be automatically released from their Receiving Club at the end
of the transfer season established in the certificate unless the Receiving
Club documents its eventual opposition.

New transfer after the transfer pericd

in the event of the player wishing to continue playing at the same club
or at a different club of the Receiving Federation after the original
transfer period has finished, a new transfer is required. A new transfer
procedure is always required at the end of each established period of
transfer unless the player returns to his own Federation of Origin.

New transfer within the transfer period

Should the contractual relationship end between Receiving Club and
player during the Transfer period, the FIVB must receive a release letter
signed by both parties (Receiving Club and player) indicating the date of
the termination. Only after this may the player be permitted a new
International Transfer (in case of dispute refer to Article 45.11.1).

With continucus participation

A change of legal residence by a player, whether voluntary or not,
involving a move to another country, stili requires the player and the
Receiving Federation to follow the established transfer procedures as
set out in these Regulations.

With two years’ wait

If a player leaves his country of origin (place where he plays Volleyball
without the need of a transfer) in order to live elsewhere, he must wait
two (2) years before taking part in competitions in his new country,
unless the established transfer procedure is completed, except if Article
41.5.2 above applies.

Political refugees

If a player has the official status of political refugee, duly recognized by
international law, before acquiring new citizenship, the provisions of
Article 45.7.1 and 45.7.2 above must apply except in the following
cases:

a) his Federation of Origin has renounced all rights on the player; and
b) no other NF can lay a justiftable claim on the player.

The FIVB wili take the final decision on these exceptional cases basing
its ruling on the regulations for the eligibility and transfer of players.

SECTION ll, CHAPTER 9

A player who plays abroad without receiving the consent of his NF
(when this is required as a pre-condition) or who does not carry out the
transfer procedure laid down by the FIVB, will be barred from all
international competitions for a period of one (1) year.

Control Committees of Volleyball tournaments, including Continental
Cup matches, shall carefully examine the transfer certificates of foreign
players on a team and notify the FIVB if there is any doubt or unclear
situation.

Further consequences in cases of violation

Sanctions may alsc be applied to those NFs and clubs which have
violated the established transfer procedure, or have not fulfiled the
conditions agreed upon in the International Transfer Certificate.

(see also FIVB Financial Regulations, Art. 1.4.4 “Sanction for playing
without a Transfer Certificate™)

Validity

A transfer is only valid when:

a) both the Federation of Origin and the Receiving Federation have
complied with the formalities as set out in these Regulations;

b) the Receiving Federation is up to date in its financial obligations
towards the FIVB;

c) there is no prior application in process of approval or another
transfer in effect for the same player; and

d) The ITC is issued when the International Transfer Certificate
procedure has been completed inside the electronic System and
approved by all parties.

tocal Court decisions

Decisions concerning international transfers of players based on the
laws of a country and against the rights of a foreign NF or against the
FIVB Constitution or transfer regulations are not binding on the FIVB.

International participation

Whenever a local court gives a player the right to a local license based
on national law and against FIVB Regulations, the FIVB organs
(including Confederations) must not grant an international license and
must prevent that player from taking part in any international
competitions under their authority.

Other affiliated NFs must not allow a team which has a player who has
not complied with FIVB transfer rules after notice from the FIVB to play
in its territory.

Clubs or players recurring to local civil courts to settie transfer disputes
without prior FIVB agreement will be subject to suspension. The club
wili lose the right to register and line-up foreign players in any
competition.

Subject to the club’s obligation to release players for National Team
competitions (45.6.1) the club may retain the player until the end of the
transfer period. If the player requests to be liberated during this period
the FIVB shall intervene to decide whether there is a valid contract
binding the player with the club untii the end of the transfer period.

Following the end of the transfer period the player is automatically free
to play for another team, subject to the provisions of these Regulations.
This principle is binding for all FIVB institutions and National
Federations. Violation of this essential right of the player entails the
suspension of the club and/or the National Federation

The FIVB may impose the sanctions provided in Article 45.12.3 on a
player or a club who repeatedly fail to honour contracts or terminate
them without just cause.

At the request of a NF, a club or a player, the FIVB is entitled to mediate
between the parties by facilitating negotiations and proposing solutjons,
with a view to settle a financial dispute.

At the request of a club or a player and provided that an arbitration
agreement has been signed to that effect, the IVT or another arbitral
tribunat established by FIVB, or the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS)
may act as an arbitrator in all financial disputes arising from a contract.

if a party to proceedings before the IVT or another arbitral tribunal
established by FIVB, or before the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS),
fails to execute the final decision of said tribunal, it commits a
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disciplinary offence. After denunciation to the FIVB by anyone with
legitimate interest, this party may be subject to the following sanctions:
a) Warning,

b) Fine up to CHF 50,000;

c) Prohibition of receiving an ITC (for clubs) or prohibition to transfer
internationally (for players);

d) Prohibition of registering and lining-up foreign players in any
competition (for clubs),

e) Prohibition of participating in international competitions.

The above sanctions can be applied more than once.
