ESTEEMED COLLEAGES,

Vladislav Slavov graduated in Law from the Kliment Ohridski University of Sofia in 1974. He has so far practised law for more than 36 years. He began his professional career as a legal adviser of an enterprise, a position to which he was assigned as a fresh university graduate. Later on, he pursued a career as a senior legal adviser of an economic association and a ministry, a chief legal adviser of a corporation and a ministry, an arbitrator at the Supreme State Court of Arbitration, a prosecutor and a deputy prosecutor general at the Prosecutor General’s Office of the Republic of Bulgaria, a member of the Supreme Judicial Council and currently a judge at the Constitutional Court. He is Chairman of the Union of Bulgarian Jurists. For his professional and public activity, he has been awarded the Order of the Balkan Range, First Class.
Vladislav Slavov’s career growth indisputably attests to his high professional standing and moral integrity. I would like to note some of the highlights in the candidate’s professional record. He has made a well-known contribution to building the Supreme Judicial Council in implementation of the Constitution of 1991, to ensuring the independence of the judiciary, the budgetary independence of the judicial system, to building the ramified structure of courts and prosecution offices, to an upgrading of the qualification, professional performance, status and working conditions of magistrates, to a development and computerisation of the system and to building computer-aided case management systems.

Vladislav Slavov was the first President of the Supreme Administrative Court and takes immediate credit for the restoration of the Court and its establishment as a leading judicial institution which trail-blazed the development and reform of the administration of justice. Right from the beginning, the operation of the Supreme Administrative Court was entirely computerised, using a unique information system without an analogy in another court and, at the time of its implementation in 1998, even in Europe. Administrative cases are instituted on electronic data medium as well and are accessible online to all legal practitioners and members of the public. The prestige and trust of citizens and institutions which this Court has earned are of special significance for the democratic processes in this country because its effective operation guarantees our development as a law-governed State, the rule of law, the legally conforming operation of the state administration and respect for human rights.

Vladislav Slavov was actively involved in the contracting and implementation of two projects financed by the UNDP, the British Embassy and the Phare Programme for improvement of administrative justice, for codification of administrative legislation and for the establishment of regional administrative courts.

In acknowledgment of his accomplishments, Vladislav Slavov has been elected Chairman of the Union of Bulgarian Jurists. He has contributed substantially to a revival and expansion of the activity of this largest legal non-governmental organisation in Bulgaria. In addition to carrying out its regular activity as directed by its Statute, the Union of Bulgarian Jurists is a non-governmental organisation which annually performs a significant number of training and qualification events for judges, prosecutors, investigating magistrates, investigating police officers, lawyers and legal advisers. As a public activist, Vladislav Slavov co-founded the Legal Initiative for Training and Development Association, Varna, which is the first legal non-governmental organisation to be established after the advent of democracy. The association has implemented a huge amount of training of young judges, prosecutors, investigating magistrates and lawyers and laid the foundations of the currently operative National Institute of Justice and the Krustyu Tsonchev Lawyers Training Centre.
I am convinced that with his proven professionalism, indisputable experience as an administrator and broad-ranging public activism, Vladislav Slavov will be an active, knowledgeable, productive and useful member of the new Supreme Judicial Council which is supposed to carry out the bulk of the recommendations contained in the latest report from the European Commission and in implementing the indispensable and expected reforms in the judiciary.

C U R R I C U L U M    V I T A E
of Vladislav Petrov Slavov

I was born in the City of [sanitised] on [sanitised]. My parents, [sanitised] and [sanitised], who died in [sanitised] and [sanitised], worked in trade and construction. I am married, with one child. My wife [sanitised]  is a judge at the Supreme Court of Cassation.

I completed my secondary education at the Secondary Vocational School No. 28, Sofia.

I completed my higher education in Law at the Faculty of Law of the St Kliment Ohridski University of Sofia in 1974. I spent a year at the Sofia City Court as a trainee judge in 1975-1976. I was assigned to a legal adviser’s position at the Geological Prospecting Enterprise of the Rare Earth Metals State Economic Association. I worked at that association as a legal adviser and, later on, as a senior legal adviser, between 1976 and 1981, when I was reappointed to the position of senior legal adviser at the Ministry of Metallurgy and Mineral Resources. Three corporations were established within the system of the Ministry in 1983, and I was appointed chief legal adviser of the Non-ferrous Metallurgy Corporation. In 1985 I was reappointed to the position of chief legal adviser of the said Ministry of Metallurgy. Parallel to working as a legal adviser at the corporation, I acted as an arbitrator and head of the Court of Internal Economic Arbitration, and as an arbitrator at the Court of Departmental Arbitration within the system of the Ministry. In 1986-1987 I was chief legal adviser of the ministry which was transformed (closed down) into an economic association. I was appointed arbitrator at the Supreme State Court of Arbitration in 1987. In the process of closure of the state arbitration system, in 1991 I was appointed to the position of prosecutor at the General Supervision Department of the Prosecutor General’s Office of the Republic of Bulgaria. In December 1991, I became member of the Supreme Judicial Council of the quota of the National Assembly. In July 1992 I was reappointed by the Supreme Judicial Council to the position of deputy prosecutor general at the Prosecutor General’s Office. In implementation of the Constitution, the Supreme Judicial Council established (restored) the Supreme Administrative Court in 1996. By a decision of the Supreme Judicial Council and a decree of the President of the Republic of Bulgaria, effective 1 December 1996 I was appointed President of the Court and, respectively, an ex officio member of the Supreme Judicial Council. In 2003 a General Assembly of judges of the Supreme Court of Cassation and the Supreme Administrative Court elected me a judge at the Constitutional Court.
During my work as a magistrate I have participated in four specialised training courses under Article 6 of the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms in the Netherlands and in the United States in securities and judicial review, in tax and administrative justice, and in court administration and judicial techniques.
I am a founding member of the Legal Initiative for Training and Development Association, Varna, established in 1994. In the recent past this organisation, on financing provided by other NGOs, carried out a huge amount of training of young judges, prosecutors, investigating magistrates and lawyers applying a methodology which until then was unfamiliar in Bulgaria. This association laid the foundations of the National Institute of Justice and the Krustyu Tsonchev Lawyers Training Centre, which were established later on. I am Chairman of the Union of Bulgarian Jurists, which is the largest legal non-governmental organisation in this country. In 2007 the President of the Republic of Bulgaria conferred on me the Order of the Balkan Range, First Range, for my public and professional activity.
