WRITTEN JUSTIFICATION

in support of the nomination of Mrs. Valentina Georgieva Draganova 

as an elected member of the Supreme Judicial Council from the National Assembly quota

Mrs. V. Draganova is a long-serving prosecutor within the judicial system. She began her career in 1984 as a Junior Prosecutor with the Regional Prosecution Office of the town of Lovech; in 1987 she was appointed Deputy Regional Prosecutor with the Regional Prosecution Office of the City of Sofia; in 1991, she became Prosecutor with the Prosecution Office Sofia City; and in 2006 she was appointed Prosecutor with the Supreme Administrative Prosecution Office, where she remains in service to this day. Mrs. Draganova has over 28 years of legal experience. I believe that she fully meets all requirements for being a member of the new SJC.

Mrs. Draganova’s experience as a prosecutor in criminal, civil, commercial and administrative law will enable her to resolve any problems as may arise concerning the interrelations between various judicial authorities.

I believe that with her exceptional qualities of efficiency and orderliness in her work, she will contribute to improving the all-round performance of the SJC. She will be instrumental in ensuring the timely and proper discharge of the duties of that body as assigned to it by the judicial system.

V. Draganova is a person of high professional and moral standards; with her conduct she has never allowed acts that would undermine the good standing and authority of the judicial system. She is highly principled in her decision making, and excellent team workerand enjoys the respect of her co-workers. She abides by the rules of professional ethics and is a member of the Professional Ethics Commission of the Supreme Administrative Prosecution Office.

Mrs. Draganova was a member of the working group of the project ‘Strengthening the Administrative capacity of the Republic of Bulgaria in Counteracting Violations and Criminal Offenses, in Protecting the Public Interest and the Rights of Citizens’ implemented under OP Administrative Capacity, co-financed by the EU through the European Social Fund under the Good Governance sub-priority axis, sub-priority 1.5 ‘Transparent and Effective Judicial System’. 

She was a lecturer on the above-mentioned subject in training seminars organized all around Bulgaria between 2009 and 2011. With a view to the development of the above subject matter, she also took part in training exercises of the OP Administrative Capacity team, by visiting two EU Member States, Hungary and Portugal. She is a co-author of the methodology manual ‘On the Interaction between the Prosecution and the Control Bodies in Counteracting Violations and Criminal Offenses in Protecting the Public Interest and the Rights of Citizens’, which has since been approved and introduced in the daily practice of regional prosecutors throughout Bulgaria, as a training aid in their interaction with the relevant control bodies, by an order of the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Bulgaria.

Mrs. Draganova has taken postgraduate courses in civil as well as administrative law and legal process; in civil law her subject matter was intellectual property. In the field of administrative law, in the course of 2011 alone, she has participated in court hearings of 438 cases; her average monthly caseload was some 37 closed cases, in addition to issuing opinions on a further 35 case files.

As the SJC mostly issues administrative judicial acts, I believe that Mrs. Draganova’s experience and expertise in that field, as well as in the fields of criminal and civil law, will be of significant benefit to the proceedings of the Council.
