Yuliana Gencheva Koleva is a National Representative of the Parliamentary Group of the GERB Political Party in the 41st National Assembly. She is a member of the Legal Affairs Committee and of the Agriculture and Forests Committee. Member of the Permanent Delegation to the Parliamentary Assembly of La Francophonie, substitute member of the National Delegation to the Council of Europe Parliamentary Assembly. Has moved a number of bills and initiatives for the amendment of bills. Participates in ad hoc committees and working groups. She is a respected colleague, which is evident from her treatment by the representatives of the various parliamentary groups.

I nominate her as a candidate because in my opinion she satisfies the requirements of the Constitution and the Judicial System Act to occupy this position. She has graduated in Law from the Kliment Ohridski University of Sofia. She has practised law for more than 25 years, of which ten years as a judge and more than 15 years as a lawyer. She has served as vice president of a regional court, acting president of a regional court, and president of a bar association. She has acquired ample professional experience related to civil, commercial and criminal law, as well as to administration of judicial procedure and heading a court administration. As a lawyer, she has been able to monitor closely processes in the judicial system but, at the same time, her capacity of a lawyer moreover gives her a point of view different from that of a magistrate. Her career growth by itself testifies to her high professional standing and moral integrity. She has made a name for herself as one of the best and most respected legal practitioners in the City of Sliven. She has participated in a number of training seminars and qualification courses. Mrs Koleva has always taken a principled position in the debates held on bills at the standing committees and in the plenary debates of the National Assembly.

Yuliana Koleva has not been sanctioned during her long career as a judge and lawyer, has a clear conviction record, and no sanctions under Article 78a of the Penal Code have been imposed on her. She is not member of any political party. In 2009 she was nominated for Parliament on the lists of the GERB Political Party as a non-party candidate.
