VII. INFORMATION ON THE PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT SO FAR

I have gained all my employment and legal experience in the court as a judicial system authority. Upon obtaining my legal practice license, I started work as a Junior Judge at the Vratsa District Court on 04 March 1997. From that day until now, I have consistently and continuously worked only within the judicial system authorities, as a judge. Since becoming Regional Judge at the Vratsa Regional Court in 1998 until now, I try civil cases.

By Supreme Judicial Council Decision on Protocol No. 3/30 January 2002, I was promoted in situ to District Court Judge, and, by Supreme Judicial Council Decision on Protocol No. 28/12 September 2007, I was promoted once again in situ to Appellate Court Judge.

By Supreme Judicial Council Decision on Protocol No. 36/17 November 2004, I was appointed as Deputy Chairman of the Vratsa Regional Court.

By Supreme Judicial Council Decision on Protocol No. 32/02 November 2005, I was appointed as Administrative Manager and Chairman of the Vratsa Regional Court. For a second time, I was elected to this position by Supreme Judicial Council Decision on Protocol No. 10/17 March 2011.

I do not have any disciplinary sanctions imposed on me, and no proceedings opened thereon as well. All evaluations of my work were concluded with the highest possible score.

INFORMATION, RELATED TO THE WORK AS A JUDGE AND ADMINISTRATIVE MANAGER

I.
CASES ASSIGNED AND CLOSED FOR THE 2007–2011 PERIOD

Over the stated period, I was assigned a total of 1879 civil cases, and, over the same period, I have closed a total of 1885 civil cases. Of all my rulings over these 5 years, only 12 have been overruled by judicial review of higher instance. Only 9 of my rulings have been issued with a delay of less than 1 month in all cases.

II.
ADMINISTRATIVE WORK

For the duration of my service as administrative manager, I have made all efforts to establish the Vratsa Regional Court as a leading court both within the judicial district, and the country. The Vratsa Regional Court is one of the busiest regional courts in the country, which, for the past 3 years works with a reduced number of judges for various objective reasons. Nevertheless, the rulings are issued within the timeframes set by the law.

I implemented the program for random allocation of cases (LawChoice), developed by the Supreme Judicial Council, at the Vratsa Regional Court as early as 2006, immediately upon its inception. During my service as administrative manager, I made the court fully computerised, introduced usage of record-keeping software to store a so-called “electronic case folder”, conducted a full renovation and refurbishment of the building floor, where the Vratsa Regional Court is located, and of the archive rooms. The courtrooms are now equipped with sound and recording technology, the court maintains a website with up-to-date information.

In 2009, the financials of the Vratsa Regional Court were audited by the Supreme Judicial Council. The the audit found excellent financial discipline, excellent teamwork at the court, clear and uniform distribution of duties among the individual employees.

Over the 2005–2012 period, 2 planned inspections of the work of the Vratsa Regional Court were carried out by the SJC Inspectorate and were concluded only with recommendations, which were implemented within the same period. The Vratsa Regional Court took part in a number of prominent projects, the most important of which were the Regional Courts’ Consultative Forum, implemented with the financial assistance of the Operational Programme Administrative Capacity, Model Courts and Courts in Partnership and Court Improvement Plan of the U.S. Agency for International Development. The Vratsa Regional Court’s participation and my personal involvement in these projects was highly rated: the Vratsa Regional Court was declared a “Model Court”, while the Ruling Publishing Manual and the Integrated Court Financial Management and Control System, which were developed with its major participation, were adopted by Supreme Judicial Council decree as standards for the work of all courts nationwide.

In my capacity as a judge and administrative manager, I have been and still am involved in various workgroups to set workload standards for the courts. My last involvement was a joint effort with other members of the Bulgarian Judges Association, which is at an advanced stage towards the development of precise workload criteria.

I am not aware of any negative media publications against me as a person, judge, and administrative manager.

Under the terms of a joint spousal ownership, I and my husband own one apartment in the city of Vratsa, one room in an office building in the city of Vratsa, one motor vehicle Skoda Octavia, and some inherited parts of farmland. Over the years, I have declared these properties consistently with the requirements of the law. My property was obtained by means of bank loans, personal savings, and funds from the sale of inherited real estate. I and my family do not have bank deposits with a total value exceeding BGN 5000. Except to the respective banks, I have no property obligations to other natural persons or legal entities.
