ESTEEMED COLLEAGUES,

Justice Galina Patchovska-Karagyozova graduated with a law degree from the Faculty of Law of the Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” in 1981. She finished her internship and passed her Theory and Practice Examination in 1982. From 1983 until now, for 30 years, she has served only as a judge. Her career passed all the rungs of the justice ladder: Junior Judge at the Plovdiv District Court from 1983 to 1985, Regional Judge in Plovdiv from 1985 to 1986, in Karlovo from 1986 to 1990, and in Sofia from 1990 to 1993. Over the 1993–1997 period, she served as Deputy Chairman of the Sofia Regional Court, Marriage Panel. From 1997 to 2002 she served as a judge in the Sofia City Court, Administrative Department. From 2002 until now she serves as a justice of the Supreme Administrative Court. It is evident that 15 years of the 30-year experience of Mrs Karagyozova as a judge are in the area of the administrative law and procedure, which would be of exceptional benefit in terms of the legally required professional qualities needed for the efficient administration of the judicial system by the staffing authority. The nominee has all these qualities. On the other hand, the extensive service in this system speaks of detailed knowledge of its problems, and, respectively, of the capability to find adequate solutions thereto.

My proposed nominee has an impeccable reputation, she is a principled, honest, steadfast person, which leads me to believe that she will serve dutifully and professionally as a member of the SJC.

CURRICULUM VITAE

I was born in the city of ........... in ……….
I finished high school at the St. St. Cyril and Methodius High School 18, presently William Gladstone High School 18, in 1976. I graduated from the Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski, Faculty of Law, as a Law major in 1981.

In the 1981–1982 period, I finished my one-year internship as Trainee Judge at the Sofia City Court. Until the mandatory at the time “assignment” to start work as per one’s qualifications, I worked eight months at the City Pension Security Directorate – Sofia as a legal expert. From 1983 until now, I held only judicial positions, with my career passing all the rungs of the justice ladder: Junior Judge at the Plovdiv District Court from 1983 to 1985, Regional Judge in Plovdiv from 1985 to 1986, in Karlovo from 1986 to 1990, and in Sofia from 1990 to 1993. In the 1993–1997 period, I served as Deputy Chairman of the Sofia Regional Court, Marriage Panel. From 1997 to 2002: judge in the Sofia City Court, Administrative Department. From 2002 until now, I serve as a justice of the Supreme Administrative Court, Fourth Department. The Department tries cases of extreme importance, of enormous public and material interest, related to rulings on the application of the Public Procurement Act, the Concessions Act, including the Subsurface Resources Act, the Protection of Competition Act, the Energy Act, disputes related to various tender and competition procedures, to the Privatization and Post-Privatization Control Act, disputes related to the elections held in the country – for Members of Parliament, for local authorities, for Members of the European Parliament, and for President and Vice-President, related to the restitution law, etc.

In the 1995–1997 period, I was a member of the Bulgarian Association of the Women in the Legal Profession, which focused on the work on the family law and the children rights, later leading to the adoption of the first Child Protection Act.

I took part as a lecturer in the training programs of the National Institute of Justice (NIJ), programs and workshops on the Public Procurement Act and the Agricultural Land Ownership and Use Act.

I passed the following additional training to enhance my qualifications:

· Brussels, September 1996: Training on Competition Law for judges from Eastern Europe, organised by the European Commission;

· June 2006: Foundations of European Law workshop for justices of the supreme courts and prosecutors of the supreme prosecutor’s offices, organised by the NIJ and the German Foundation for International Legal Cooperation;

· Workshop on Refugee Law, the city of Velingrad;
