candidate for elected member of the Supreme Judicial Council

Mrs. Nadia Georgieva Pelovska – Dilkova is a legal professional with over 15 years of experience as a judge in Vratsa judicial district. In the past seven years she has been a Chairman of the District Court – Vratsa. We know the work of Mrs. Pelovska as an administrative manager from our joint work on projects. 
In 2011 the District Court – Vratsa was subject to civil monitoring under the Justice at People’s Reach Project funded by America for Bulgaria Foundation.  
The main goal of monitoring was to study the public perception of the implementation of newly adopted and amended laws, and examine the access of vulnerable groups to justice. Local monitoring partner was the House of Science and Technology – Vratsa, and they are supporting this opinion too. 
As a result of the civil monitoring we are impressed of the professionalism and competence of judges, and of the very well organized judicial work of various departments within the District Court – Vratsa.  
We deem that the findings of the monitoring team on the main topics are very important, as they support our positive opinion on the candidacy of Mrs. Pelovska: 
 

· During the quarter “Very good progress” was reported. There were no cases of bias in hearing court cases. The distribution of cases among judges is even, the distribution is made by a software. Justices announce the rulings on time. Magistrates and prosecutors comply with the mandatory requirement to wear gowns, but the lawyers not always do so. The court has announcing system for those waiting in front of the courtrooms. The website of the court does not contain the names of judges for the entries and public enforcement officers. 
· During the quarter we noticed “Very good progress”. All representatives of the court administration are kind and helpful in providing information about cases subject to monitoring. All facilities necessary when getting the citizens informed about their cases are in place. The court administration is responsive to citizens. In the court building there is no information about the groups of people exempt from payment of court fees.  
· During the quarter we reported “Very good progress”. The court building is accessible for people with physical disabilities, there is a ramp, toilet and elevator accessible for people using special means of movement. The court’s website is easily accessible. There is no sound guidance for people with visual disabilities. 
On behalf of the Center for NGOs in Razgrad and the House of Science and Technology, we support the proposal for nomination of Mrs. Nadia Georgieva Pelovska-Dilkova as a SJC member from the quota of the National Assembly and we believe that she has the required high integrity and professional skills for this post!
