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HISTORY

The Committee on European Affairs has been established with the
Rules of Organization and Procedure of the 39th National Assembly
as a specialized parliamentary structure — Council on European

~ Affairs responsible for the process of negotiations for the country’s

accession to the European Union (EU). It was composed of chairman,
deputychairman, 3 MPs of each parliamentary group and members of

« the Bureau of the Joint parliamentary committee “Bulgaria — European

Union”. Chairperson of the Committee — Council on European Affairs is
the President of the National Assembly — Mr. Yordan Sokolov.

In the mandate of the 39" National Assembly the Committee was
established under the name Committee on European Integration.
During this period, its main functions were related to the formulation
and implementation of the Bulgarian pre-accession policies. Its main
responsibility — to assess the compliance of the Bulgarian legislation
with the European Law and to assist the government with incorporation
of the considerable acquis communautaire in the Bulgarian Legislation.
For Chairperson was elected Mr. Daniel Valtchev.

In the term of the 40" National Assembly, after the accession of Bulgaria
to the EU on January 1% 2007, the Committee’s main focus shifted
to participation in the European decision-making process. lts name
changed again to Committee on European Affairs. For Chairpersons were
elected Mr. Atanas Paparizov (24.08.2005 — 20.05.2007) and Mr. Mladen
Tcherveniakov (28.09.2007 — 25.06.2009).

With the Rules of Organisation and Procedure of the 41th National
Assembly, as of 2009, Committee’s functions are complemented with
the obligation to oversight the management of the European funds and
programmes of the European Union in Bulgaria. The Committee’s name
was changed again to its current name — Committee on European Affairs
and Oversight of the European Funds. Its Chair as of July 2010 is Monika
Pana%/otova, member of political party GERB (Citizens for European
opment of Bulgaria).

1. CEAOEF AND OUTLINING THE PRIORITIES OF
THE CYPRUS PRESIDENCY

1.1. Report by the Prime Minister and discussion

in Parliament on the achievements during the
Danish Presidency of the Council of the EU and the
Bulgarian priorities during the Cyprus Presidency

On 14 September 2012 Prime Minister Boyko Borisov presented
in the plenary chamber the traditional report of the Government
on the development of the Bulgarian priorities during the Danish
Presidency and the future areas of enhanced interest during the
Presidency of Cyprus. Members of Parliament from all parliamentary
groups joined in the discussion, and so did a part of the Bulgarian
Members of the European Parliament: Dr. Andrey Kovachev, Head of
the Bulgarian delegation in the EPP Group (GERB), Nadezhda Neynsky,
also from the EPP Group and lliana Yotova from the Group of the
Socialists and Democrats in the European Parliament. The Bulgarian
Parliament has cooperated, particularly after the adoption of the
Lishon Treaty and the mechanisms it has provided for interaction with
the European institutions, ever more closely with the Government in
defending the national interest on key topics of the European agenda.
And this is indeed the significance of these bi-annual reports prepared
by the Council of Ministers with respect to its activities on European
affairs, which are presented in Parliament also with the participation
of the Bulgarian MEPs. The major topics covered in the debate included
the crisis in the Euro Area, the measures for surmounting it, Schengen,
the EU enlargement. Monika Panayotova, Chairperson of CEAOEF,
highlighted the parliamentary dimension and the consistency of the
Bulgarian policy during the 18 months of the rotating presidency of
Poland, Denmark and Cyprus and stressed that the objectives and the
results have remained constant: sustaining the political, financialand
macroeconomic stabilitz; of the country creation of prerequisites
for achieving sustainable economic growth and guaranteeing
them through Bulgaria’s successful involvement in the process of
negotiating the Budget of the European Union (2014-2020).

2. TOWARDS “MORE EUROPE" VIA A DEEPER
ECONOMIC AND MONETARY UNION

2.1. The beginning of the Cyprus Presidency and
the amendment of Article 136 of the Treaty on the
Functioning of the EU

The Committee on European Affairs and Oversight of the European
funds (CEAOEF) considered a draft legislative act on the Ratification of

*a European Council Decision amending Article 136 of the Treaty

on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU) with regard to a
stability mechanism for Member States whose currency is the euro.
The amendment is part of the measures undertaken by the European
Union for coping with the crisis in the Euro Area and has a bearing on
the Treatg establishing the European Stability Mechanism, signed by
the Member States of the Euro Area. This mechanism has replaced the
provisional European Financial Stability Facility. It is planned that the
Mechanism will be triggered only in case of absolute necessity, while
the granting of financial aid will be tied up with specific conditions
and commitments. CEAOEF believes that Bulgaria should support
the collective efforts to stabilize the euro and surmount the sovereign
debt crisis. The ratification of Article 136 is interpreted as support in
principle, which currently does not entail financial commitments

/for the Bulgarian state, because it does not belong to the Euro Area
‘and, respectively, it is not a party to the Treaty establishing the European

Stability Mechanism.

is to set the thematic areas to be discussed during the regular COSAC
sessions. Within the framework of the debate Mr. Toshev familiarized his
counterparts with Bulgaria’s position on the priorities of the Cyprus
Presidency. He highlighted four points in his intervention. First of all Mr.
Toshev underscored the support of the Bulgarian side for the successful
completion of the negotiation process on the Multiannual Financial
Framework 2014-2020 within a short period of time. At the same
time he stated that Bulgaria viewed the future MFF as an instrument
for growth and cohesion. Mr. Toshev emphasized the stable position
of Bulgaria on the measures for attaining fiscal consolidation and
financial discipline. He stressed that the stringent budgetary
constraints undertaken in the Member States should not affect the
magnitude of the European Budget.

With regard to growth promoting measures, Mr. Toshev pointed out the
sifqniﬁcance of the Single Internal Market of the EU and the tapping
of its full potential. In this connection he stressed on the provision
of access to funding for small and medium-sized enterprises, as well
as on combating youth unemployment.

2.5. COSAC Parliamentary Meeting in Nicosia:
From words to action for “more" Europe

The topic of the new EU budget was still among the most debated
issues in the second half of 2012. The debates on MFF 2014-2020 were
also in the center of the deliberations during the reqular meeting of the
European Affairs Committees in the Member States and the candidate
countries (COSAC) in Nicosia, Cyprus 14—16 October 2012. The Bulgarian
delegation was headed by Monika Panayotova and it included also
Vladimir Toshev, Deputy Chairperson and the Members of CEAOEF
:skra Mihaylova, Plamen Oresharski, Silviya Hubenova and Stanislav
vanov.

The official addresses of the delegations, focused on the finalization
of the negotiations on the EU budget for the period 2014 — 2020,
unanimously highlighted the need that MFF should serve for
attaining convergence, cohesion and recovery of the economy, for
the purpose of reducing unemployment, particularly among young
people.

the talks for a New Convention, for more Europe. The launching of
these new initiatives over a short period of time led to: first, difficulty
in terms of the roles of the main participants in all phases of decision-
making, and second, difficult recognition of the citizens in these projects.
Commissioner Seftovi¢ agreed with Ms Panayotova that broader
awareness campaiﬂns involving the European institutions would be
needed to regain the trust of the European citizens.

The third panel of the session was dedicated to the security of energy
supplies in the EU, in view of the forecasts of depletion of the gas
resources by 2030. These trends regarding finite resources require
prioritization of diversification. Vladimir Toshev, Deputy Chairperson
of CEAOEF took the floor to present the Bulgarian position on the topic.
He welcomed the initiative for ﬁnancindg projects in the energy sector
under the Connecting Europe Facility and appealed that the fundys in the
amount of over EUR 9.1 billion allocated for that purpose should not be
to the detriment of the money from the Cohesion Fund. The question
addressed by Mr.Toshev concerned the rest of the activities on the part of
the Presidency aimed at unification of the policies of the Member States
in the energy area so that energy policy should become a common
European policy.

In this connection, CEAOEF considered and supported the Proposal for a
Regulation on Guidelines for Trans-European Energy Infrastructure
COM (2011) 658. The opinion of the Committee? was communicated
within the regular political dialogue with the European Commission.
In its position the Bulgarian Parliament supports, through the opinion
expressed by CEAOEF, the proposed stable requlatory and financial
framework (via the Connecting Europe Faci?ity), tKe streamlined
permittin? procedures, the identification of priority energy corridors and
projectsof commoninterestwith the participation ofregional cooperation
groups. Parallel with that it reco?nizes the need for development of the
energy infrastructure, in terms of both electricity and natural gas, in the
region of Central and Eastern Europe. In this context, there is a need to
prioritize the implementation of interconnections with the neighbouring
countries and the projects relevant to the Southern Gas Corridor.

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2.6. "More Europe" by single supervisory
mechanism (SSM) for banks in the euro area

As a continuation of the ever more frequently launched idea of “more
Europe”and how it should be reached in reality, the Committee

on European Affairs and Oversight of the European Funds took
the initiative to hold a discussion on the topic. The hearing took
place on 31 October 2012 with the participation of Ms Boryana
Pencheva, Deputy Minister of Finance and Mr. Kalin Hristov,
Deputy Governor of the Bulgarian National Bank. They familiarized
the members of CEAOEF with the Bulgarian position on the initiative of
the European Commission for setting up a European Banking Authority.
As a result of the discussion that was held, CEAQEF, following the
eight-week subsidiarity period, prepared and sent its opinion to the
European institutions, stating that in principle it supported the further
integration of banking supervision in the Euro Area under certain
conditions. The position of the National Assembly?, expressed via
CEAOEF, highlights the need for streamlining the decision-making
process and cooperation regarding supervision between the
European Central Bank (ECB) and the Member States. Furthermore,
CEAQEF draws attention to the following correlation: the creation

of a banking union and a single supervisory mechanism in the
Euro Area should be in tune with the processes of deepening
integration in the EU Single Market for financial services and a
non-discriminatory approach should be applied when regulating
the relations among the Member States, who participate or do
not participate in the Mechanism. CEAQEF expresses the position

that more careful analysis should be made of the scope of the powers

transferred from the national supervisory bodies to ECB. The need for g‘

Committee. The participants agreed unanimously that Bulgaria was
moving in the right direction, while Europe could draw from the good
experience of the country relying on the so-called “smart solidarity” —
the use of European funds for the purpose of conducting reforms,
complying with financial discipline and guaranteeing political and
economic stability.

Bernard (azeneuve advocated the thesis of the so-called “magic
triangle”, consisting of convergence of the economic and fiscal
policies, solidarity and political union. He expressed his impression of
the attained macroeconomic results and of the low tax policy pursued by
Bulgaria and agreed with Ms Panayotova's statement that the European
funds had equal added value for the beneficiary countries as well as
for the donors. The donor country shares not only resources but valuable
know-how as well and eventually efforts are joined and the total GDP of
the Union is increased. The Chairperson of CEAOEF added that within the
debate on the Multiannual Financial Framework 2014 — 2020 she shared
theappeal of European Commission President José Barroso that we should
not divide the countries into donors and recipients but should build
a coalition of growth, because the European funds are an instrument
for achieving the goals of the Union and they are equally beneficial
and necessary both for the “friends of the Cohesion Policy” and
for the advocates of “better spending”. In conclusion Mr. Dobroslav
Dimitrov highlighted the enormous significance of the enlargement
policy of the European Union in terms of guaranteeing the stability in
the region and the deepening of the integration in the EU.

Regarding financial stability in Bulgaria and in the EU, Ambassador
Allenreiterated the perception communicated by the French Minister
for Euro?ean Affairs that Bulgaria was in “the right trajectory” in g

terms of EU funds absorption, infrastructure construction, good ’
skills of emplored persons and geo-political location of Bulgaria. In

his opinion Bulgaria is a “good example” for EU.

Regarding the EU budget for the next seven-year period, Ambassador !
Allen substantiated the position of the United Kingdom, which stood
against an increase in the EU-wide budget in a situation of freezing and
deep cuts in the national budgets of the Member States. In this context, E
as H.E. Allen sees it, it seems incredible that proposals are made for
increasing the EU budget by 5 to 7%. Mr. Dimcho Mihalevski, Member
of CEAOEF, raised the issue of the European budget as a manifestation
of European solidarity in the long term.

3. TOWARDS “MORE EUROPE" VIA THE EU
ENLARGEMENT POLICY

Addressing the priority of the Cyprus Presidency of “Europe, closer to its
neighbours”, CEAOEF once again focuses on the European integration of
the countries in the Western Balkans, which should be encouraged. The
Committee emphasizes on the enlargement process because it provides
a strong impetus for the performance of the necessary political and
economic reforms and contributes to the consolidation of peace,
democracy and stability in Europe.

3.1. Meeting with Stefan Fiile, European
Commissioner for Enlargement and European
Neighbourhood Policy

On 31 October 2012 the MPs from the Committee on European Affairs
and Oversight of the European Funds and the Foreign Policy and
Defense Committee had talks at the National Assembly with Mr. Stefan
Fiile, European Commissioner for Enlargement and European
Neighbourhood Policy, as part of his one-day visit to Bulgaria.

The outstanding support of Bulgaria for the European future of the
Western Balkans was confirmed during the meeting. This future was
qualified as havin? no alternative in view of the stability of the Region
and respectively of the whole of Europe.

Parallel with that however certain reservations were expressed about
the situation in Macedonia on the part of all attending Members
of Parliament from the different parliamentary groups. The

3.2. CEAOEF supported unanimously the Annual
Enlargement Package 2012-2013 of the European
Commission

The meeting with the Euro‘)ean Commissioner for Enlargement and
European Neighbourhood Policy was held immediately before CEAOEF's
discussion on the annual package of European Commission documents
on enlargement 2012—2013, included under item 48 in the Annual
Working Programme of the National Assembly on European Union Issues
for 2012. The Statement* of CEAOEF was again sent out to the European
institutions within the framework of the established political dialogue.

The Position of the Bulgarian Parliament, expressed via CEAOEF, is based
on the thesis that there is no alternative to the integration of the
Western Balkans in the EU and that it is the necessary future for the
entire Balkan region. The enlargement policy towards South Eastern
Europe contributes to: the establishment of sustainable democracy
and long-term stability in the whole region; enhancement of
regional cooperation and maintenance of good neighbourly
relations; bridging the deficit of adequate regional (transport,
energy, communication) infrastructure and connectivity in the
region of SEE. The Bulgarian Parliament lays additional accent on the
need for “strategic thinking” and clear vision about the territorial
connectivity and development of the region of SEE. Guided by the
conviction that common problems require a common approach and
innovative decisions, CEAOEF holds the view that territorial cooperation
and the construction of adequate infrastructure is indeed the
effective means through which Europe can communicate with its
neighbours, while promoting local and regional development.

In this connection, CEAOEF draws attention to the fact that 5 trans-
European transport corridors cut across the territory of Bulgaria. One
of them is Corridor No 8, which links the international flows from and
to the Balkans to and from Central and Western Europe. The absence
of adequate infrastructure to the south of the Bulgarian border calls
into question the operation of Corridor No 8 in the near future, which
is why the successful implementation of this project requires pan-
European efforts.

CEAOEF holds the view that the approach to be followed should
seek an effective and working connection between the territorial

During her speech in the European Parliament Ms. Panayotova pointed
out that at that at that moment a considerable part of the governments
faced with the issue of youth unemployment, had manage(dJ to generate
a number of measures and solutions to promote the employment of
youth, such as actions for educational orientation, retraining, internships,
etc., making use of the allocated national and European funding.
However, the main focus should be on the sustainable employment
of youths in the European labour market, which could be achieved by
applying the “3 R” formula (restart, reforms, regions).

Restart, or, in other words, a new way of thinking, necessary for
surmounting the fragmentation of the Single Market, educating young
people in an entrepreneurial spirit, improvement of the education —
business - public sector relationship and of the conditions for starting up
business in Europe. According to Ms Panayotova it should become more
flexible, less bureaucratic and restrictive, as well as more accessible
by way of elimination of the existing constraints for workers cominﬁ
from certain countries, reduction of the restrictive policy wit
respect to employers and workers, mutual recognition of diplomas
and qualifications, so that Europe would become an attractive
place for materialization of the “European dream’, retaining young
people within the EU and serving as a future prerequisite for foreign
investments.

Reforms, that should take place not only in higher education but
on the level of secondary and high schools as well, so that they can
meet the challenges of the 21 century. According to the Bulgarian MP,
there is also need to reform the relationships between education and
business — a topic, which was discussed during the above mentioned
session of the Council for Public Consultations to the CEAOEF.

As regards Regions, Monika Panayotova stated that efforts should be
made to trigger the European triangle of knowledge — education-
buisiness-science, by creating clusters in the EU regions. In this way,
as young people choose where to study, they will be one step ahead,
because they will be familiar with the prospects for their further
realization at the labour market.

4.2. Youth policies: meeting with a delegation of
the Republic of Kosovo

A delegation from the Republic of Kosovo came to Bulgaria on a working
visitin orderto exchange good practices. Itincluded representatives of the
Association of Municipalities in the Republic of Kosovo, representatives
of the Kosovo Parliament, members of the parliamentary committee
dealing with youth issues, as well as municipal staff working in this
field. The reason for the visit was the forthcoming amendment
of the Youth Act in the Republic of Kosovo and the examination
of the Bulgarian experience in the field of youth initiatives and
participation.

The participants on the Bulgarian side were: Younal Loutfi, Chairman of
the Parliamentary Group for Friendship with Kosovo, as well asa part
of its members — Remzi Osman, Monika Panayotova and Vladimir
Toshev, Chairperson and Deputy Chairperson of the Committee on
European Affairs and Oversight of the European funds, Stanislav
Ivanov — also member of CEAOEF and Irena Sokolova — member of
the Education, Science, Children, Youth and Sports Committee.

The Kosovo delegation was mostly interested in the Bulgarian practices of
pursuing youth policies in the country, of promoting youth employment,
of securinbg budgets for all measures, related to youth initiatives and
programs.

The Bulgarian position on the topic as well as the vision on the
contribution of the National Assembly to the promotion of the political
focus on Koung people were presented by Monika Panayotova. She
outlined the steps undertaken in the process of preparing a clear Youth
Strategy, the Action Plan and the resultant Youth Act, as well as the
undertaken measures and actions for youth involvement. The Act, in
its turn, has proved to be not only a prerequisite for the definition of
the concept of “youth” — but a generator of a much broader base for
participation of young people in the decision-making processes and
in the formation of policies targeted at them. Another outstanding
message was that the approach to youth should change — the positive
perception of generating employment for young people should
gain the upper hand.

The Statement articulates the position that the Initiative, with
its planned trainings, internships and accumulation of informal
experience will have a direct effect on the adaptability of
younP people to the requirements of the labor market and the
development of new skills and competencies, which is essential
in the situation of an economy going global. In this connection,
the further promotion of the initiative in the Member States,
especially among young Europeans is encouraged. The Bulgarian
Parliament stands ready to support such initiatives on a national level.
The proposed regulation gives a new impetus to the development of a
culture in humanitarian aid, especially in those Member States which
are in a process of building their capacity to participate in voluntary
humanitarian aid missions. In this connection, opportunities for the
transfer of experience and capacity building through participation
in consortia of organizations from different states are promoted.

Improvement has been scored by the districts of Stara Zagora, Ruse,
Dobrich and Silistra, while deterioration has been registered in the
cases of: Veliko Tarnovo, Gabrovo, Shumen, Pazardjik, Yambol. The least
developed are still Montana, Vidin and Razgrad. The analysis reveals
specific territorial groups — urban municipalities and municipalities
in urban agglomerations, rural, mountainous, border municipalities,
Black Sea and Danubian municipalities, on the basis of which integrated
strategies for development of the respective territories are formulated.
By way of conclusions on the planning of the regional policy, Minister
Pavlova stated the need for:

— Elimination of a part of the municipalities from the urban group;

— Conducting of a regional policy aimed at reducing the gaps
and targeting the underdeveloped rural, mountainous and border
municipalities,

— Pursuit of a regional policy, aimed at the development of growth
centers and targeting urban agglomerations; large cities are regional
growth centers; highly developed tourism municipalities, urban
municipalities with development potential.

Regarding the future OPRD 2014-2020, whose indicative budget has
been set at BGN 4.680 billion, Minister Pavlova noted that the focus
will be on urban development, since over 72% of the population
of the country lives in 36 big cities. The interventions under the
Programme will be mostly targeted at municipalities falling within
these urban agglomerations and the approach to be followed will be
direct grants, unlike the competitive selection procedures used during
the current pro%]ramming period. Mr. Asen Agov, Member of CEAOEF,
inquired about the relationship between the planning of agglomeration
areals for the needs of regional development and the need for a reform
in the administrative and territorial division of the country, also by
optimizing the number of the districts and municipalities. Minister
Pavlova supported the conclusion that 28 districts are too many for the
size of Bulgaria and pointed out that various options for optimization
have been discussed jointly with the Council for Administrative Reform.

The Deputy Chairperson of CEAOEF Mr. Vladimir Toshev highlighted
the fact that the border regions in all economically advanced states
are the most highly developed. In this connection he shared his belief
that Bulgaria should apply a similar model and should identify the
development of infrastructure and tourism as crucial for the progress of

In terms of the overall efficiency of the coordination of the systems
for management and control of EU funds Minister Donchev stressed
that the efforts of the responsible institutions are aimed at “identifying
the error before it materializes.” In his words, this is also the reason
for relying mostly on ex-ante control. In this regard, funds have been
allocated from OP Technical Assistance for the purpose of strengthening
the capacity of the Public Procurement Agenc?_/. to perform ex-ante
control. In this context Minister Donchev hi(I;hIig ted that the level of
errors related to the use of funds in Bulgaria (under 1%) is well
below average EU levels, which are about 5%. As a consequence
of the effective functioning of the management and control systems,
there are no suspended funds for our country, unlike the case of some
other Member States where payments under 154 operational programs
have been suspended. According to Minister Donchev the control on
EU funds is at a very high level and this trend would have a perfect
effect on the spending of the national budget, because the Bulgarian
taxpayer is not less important than the Swedish, Estonian etc.

In terms of the next programming period, Minister Donchev expressed
his hope that it would be “going fully online”, in the context of the
prescription for e-Cohesion made by CEAOEF. Tomislav Donchev
stressed that it is crucial to enter the new programming period with
completely developed projects (project generation), so as to avoid
the risk of “a late start.”

In conclusion, Monika Panayotova Chairperson of CEAOEF, confirmed
the commitment of the Commission to examine the effect of the
absorption of EU funds. In this connection, CEAOEF has focused on the
quglitgi(\)/ezreview of the achievements based on European funds at the
end of 2012.

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Coundil with his conclusions, noting that EU funds per se are not
sufficient, because they have small marginal added value, but they
act as a lever for triggering other investments. For, after all, as he
insisted, the investment of European funds increases the long-term
capacity of the economy, so the programming of these funds should
be aimed at a long-term effect and sustainability. Georgi Angelov
also noted that it was particularly important for people to think
about the connectivity between Bulgaria and Europe and that the
construction of highways should be programmed in such a way that
the focus should be on the industrial advantages of our country and
it should promote exports. Further on Mr. Angelov pointed out that
“the development of the industry should be taken into account at the
time of prioritizing the projects that will be implemented with EU funds,
5o that they can have real added value for the Bulgarian economy”. In
his opinion EU funds should be allocated among a small number of
priorities, so that the effect could be measured. But the most effective
approach would be to couple EU funds with structural reforms for
the purpose of overcoming the barriers to economic development,
employment, education.

The final presentation was made by the sociologist Assoc. Prof.

Antony Galabov from New Bulgarian University, who analyzed the

Berceptions of the Bulgarian society regarding the benefits yielded
y the EU funds and the country’s membership in general.

He said that“at the time of Bulgaria’s accession to EU membership, it had
been explained to the people that the EU was the club of the rich, who
would provide funds for the development of the poor states, so that they
would acquire the same status”. This “motivation” for membership has
led to a perception on the part of the Bulgarian Society of its European
affiliation, described by the sociologist as “Euro-optimism coupled
with poor knowledge of the EU institutions and their functions.”
European affiliation, however, is more than EU funds. According
to Assoc. Prof. Galabov, the declining confidence in the European
Union among the European citizens is due to the growing regulatory
power and its dwindling capacity of a source of development. The
double-sided bureaucratic closure reduces the interest in EU funding as
well. Assoc. Prof. Galabov listed figuratively “the four things that need
infrastructure: water, energy, information and money.” According to
him, the main question is how many times they “turn” before they
disappear. The same question can be rephrased as: “one euro —
how many times does it turn before it reaches consumption?” And
