including those at risk of detention, and to clearly state the obligations of Bulgaria to respect and
uphold these rights. Therefore, the International Detention Coalition (IDC) is pleased to be able to
contribute to the national legislative process, by setting out two key recommendations on the draft
LAR which was passed at first reading by the Bulgarian Parliament, in particular relation to detention
and alternatives to detention for persons seeking international protection.

The IDC is a leading global human rights advocacy organisation with a particular expertise in
immigration detention and alternatives to detention (ATD) which works worldwide in order to ensure
that the human rights of refugees, asylum seekers and migrants impacted by immigration detention
are respected, protected and fulfilled, by advocating changes in legislation, policy and practice that
prevent, mitigate and respond to the harms associated with immigration detention and that promote
ATD.

Detention of asylum seekers as a measure of last resort

At the outset it should be noted that international refugee law, human rights law and European law
clearly provide that the detention of asylum-seekers should only be a measure of last resort, after
alternatives to detention (ATD) have first been pursued. As seeking asylum is not an unlawful act,
any restrictions on liberty imposed on persons exercising this right need to be provided for in law,
carefully circumscribed, and subject to minimum procedural safeguards including speedy Jjudicial
review. Children should never be detained because of their or their parent’s migration status and
child-sensitive alternatives should instead be implemented.

Summary of recommendations
The International Detention Coalition Jjoins Bulgarian civil society organisations' in recommending
that the current draft of the LAR be amended to-

Explicitly prohibit the immigration detention of children seeking international protection and
provide them with tailored alternatives to detention, ensuring that they are in line with
international standards.

2. Ensure that judicial review of the lawfulness of detention takes place within 24-48 hours of the
initial decision to detain and every 7 days thereafter.
Recommendations

1) Immigration detention of children seeking international protection

It is of serious concern that the LAR allows for the detention of asylum-seeking children.
There is clear guidance from international human rights bodies, most importantly the UN
Committee on the Rights of the Child (CRC), that the detention of a child for reasons related
to their or their parents’/guardians’ immigration status is always contrary to the best interests
of the child and, accordingly, represents a child rights violation.” The CRC has thus called for
states to “expeditiously and completely cease the detention of children on the basis of their
immigration status.” As a State Party to the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child,
Bulgaria therefore has an obligation to prohibit the immigration detention of children,
including those seeking asylum.

Regardless of the conditions or length of time in which children are detained, a number of
studies have shown that detention has a profound and negative impact on child health and
development. Even very short periods of detention can undermine child psychological and
physical well-being and compromise their cognitive development. Children held in detention
are at risk of suffering depression and anxiety, and frequently exhibit symptoms consistent
with post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD), such as insomnia, nightmares and bed-wetting.’

Therefore. the IDC agrees with UNHCR’s earlier comments on a draft amendment of the
LAR, according to which “[o]verall an ethic of care — and not enforcement — needs to zovein
interactions with asylum-seeking children, including children in families, with the bes
interests of the child a primary consideration.”

In fact, an ethic of care would require migrant children to be protected like any other child
within Bulgaria, for example, by guaranteeing guardianship arrangements for those who are
unaccompanied or separated as well as psychosocial support and legal assistance. The CRC
has clarified that migrant families with children should be accommodated as a family in non-
custodial community-based contexts while their migration status is being resolved.’

The IDC recommends that the draft LAR to be amended in order to explicitly prohibit
the immigration detention of children seeking international protection and provide for
child-sensitive community-based alternatives to detention for these children and their
families.

2) Prompt and regular judicial review of detention

Automatic, prompt and regular independent judicial review is a crucial requirement for
ensuring detained persons can challenge the lawfulness of detention and to protect against
arbitrary deprivation of liberty.’

The Recast Reception Conditions Directive states that where detention is ordered by
administrative authorities, Member States shall provide for a judicial review of the lawfulness
of detention to be conducted as speedily as possible from the beginning of detention (Article
9(3) of) and that the detention shall be reviewed by a judicial authority at reasonable intervals
of time Article 9(5)). The latter is because new circumstance may arise or new information can
become available which may affect the lawfulness of detention.

In the light of this legal framework, the IDC shares the UNHCR's opinion that the LAR does
not set appropriate time limits and intervals for review by the national authorities and suggests
that an initial judicial review should take place within 24-48 hours of the decision to detain
and that additional judicial reviews should take place every 7 days thereafter and every time
the circumstances justifying the initial detention decision have changed.®

In conclusion, the IDC recommends that the draft LAR be amended in order to ensure
that judicial review of the lawfulness of detention takes place within 24-48 hours of the
initial decision to detain and every 7 days thereafter.

Conclusion

The International Detention Coalition urges the Bulgarian Parliament to take this opportunity to
ensure that the LAR is in line with international standards on the fundamental rights and protection of
refugees and asylum-seekers, including those at risk of immigration detention. It remains ready 1o
assist Bulgarian parliamentarians and authorities in this regard.
