Honorable Members of Parliament,

In the context of the proposed reforms and as a holder of
permanent residence on the basis of investment in
Bulgarian government bonds, I wished to take this
opportunity to provide my perspective on the Bulgarian
legislation and current process concerning investment-
based immigration.

I'am a US citizen, a medical doctor and an entrepreneur of
Cuban-American origin. Following degrees from the
University of Chicago and Stanford University, I built and
managed a network of General Acute Care Hospitals,
Diagnostic Centers, Laboratories and Satellite Emergency
Rooms, and Professional Office Buildings in Houston,
Texas, with gross revenues of US$ 2,000,000,000. More
recently, I have been involved in a variety of scientific and
charitable initiatives including the endowment of a college
dormitory at the University of Chicago and construction of
a 20-acre athletic and recreation complex at a private high
school in Houston, Texas.

I found out about the Bulgarian legislation permitting
investment-based permanent residence while considering
opportunities to spend more extensive periods of time in



Europe in the future.

While previously regrettably not knowledgeable enough
about Bulgaria, I have had occasion to visit as part of the
application process and have been very much impressed
by the country and its success in building an effective
democracy and a thriving economy.

The methods of investment Bulgaria allows and in
particular investing in government bonds are in my view
an ideal entry point for a first-time investor in your
country.

Having visited and seen for myself, I am now considering
investing in businesses which will potentially provide
high-quality employment, including in the biomedical
sector. I have also been able to make a small gift to the
library of the Faculty of History of Sofia University. [ am
afraid I might not have had these chances, had I not first
come across Bulgaria in the residence-by-investment
context, when I was able to take a simple initial step.

I find this has been the perfect means of getting acquainted
with Bulgaria and I am delighted it has provided the
occasion.

Should the law be changed, I would respectfully suggest
that the drafting should take into account those who have
invested in a presently qualifying asset which may no
longer qualify in future (eg, bonds). They should be
allowed a grace period to realize the legitimate
expectations they would have held at the time they
invested and be treated as per the law as it stood when
they certified their initial investment. This may be a small
number of investors, but their treatment with the fullest
fairness in the event of any change, would be a further
accolade to the process.

I shall be most grateful if my opinion could be circulated
to the Members of your Committee and made available to
other Committees that are involved in the review and
adoption of the relevant legislation. Naturally, I shall
remain available for any assistance [ may be able to render
whatsoever.
